Guidelines affected by the 2006 Change of the Coach’s Appeal and Judges’ Ruling as interpreted by J’Nell Ash


Actual word changes in the guidelines are in bold italics. In some guidelines, the change only affects how or when the rule is applicable.

VII-Fouls

A.8 page 14 (T) A team calls a second coach’s appeal

VIII—Voiding Questions

B.7 page 15—The judges reverse a decision of “correct” on an interrupted question

C.5 page 15—Judges reverse a “correct” decision on an interrupted question. 


Reversal of a “correct” decision can now only happen with a Judges’ Ruling called either by a coach or a judge. A coach’s appeal cannot be used to change a “correct” decision.

XIII—Coach’s Appeal

A. Areas of Appeal: A head coach may appeal when

2 page 18 …seeking the judge’s ruling to reverse a decision on the (strikeout “correctness or”) incorrectness of a response. 

B. Procedures for Appeal

4. page 18 NOTE: “It is highly recommended that a coach refer the officials to these Guidelines during the appeal.”


This note is no longer applicable because within the change the coach can ONLY cite the guidelines that are applicable to the situation. No other comments are allowed. 

6. page 19 Each team is allowed one appeal per match, even if an appeal is withdrawn. Calling for a second appeal is an automatic team foul and the appeal is disallowed. There is no counter appeal.

Situation change: Since appeals are only allowed to seek a change of an incorrect decision to a correct decision, if the appeal is accepted, the opposing team cannot counter appeal because that would be seeking to change a correct decision to an incorrect decision. However if the appeal to reverse an incorrect decision is NOT accepted, the opposing team could appeal if that coach wants to use the team’s one appeal to "stick up" for the other team.
 


7. In the case of a reversed decision, the opposing team may appeal. This will count as their one allowed appeal per match.
Situation change: This rule could only apply when a judges’ rule as been used to change a quizmaster’s announced “correct decision”. (An appeal cannot be used to reverse a “correct decision” but a “judges’ ruling” can be used to reverse a “correct decision”.) Either a judge or coach may call for a “judges’ ruling” which may decide to reverse the correct ruling to an incorrect ruling. If the decision is reversed, the opposing coach may use the team’s one appeal to try to get the correct decision again.

XVI—Guidelines for Quiz Officials

C. Specific duties of scorekeeper/judge

6 page 26 He should keep record of all “coach’s appeals” and inform the quizmaster if a team calls a second coach’s appeal.

An additional duty for the scorekeeper will be keeping track of a coach’s calls for a judges’ ruling. A coach is allowed two callings for a judges’ votes.
GLOSSARY OF TERMS—page 28

Coach’s appeal—The calling of the judges’ attention to a something that will need their consideration and seeks to obtain a reversal of an incorrect decision already announced.
